MATH 150.
Finance: A grade of B or higher in ECON 2201 & 2202; A minimum grade of B- in MATH 150.
Global Supply Chain Management: A minimum grade of B- in MATH 150.
Entrepreneurship and Innovation: minimum grade of D- in MATH 150.
Management: minimum grade of C- in MATH 150.
Management Information System: minimum grade of B- in MATH 150.
e Marketing: minimum grade of C- in MATH 150.
e Organizational Leadership: minimum grade of C- in MATH 150.

Students transferring to West Virginia University with an Associate of Arts or Associate of Science degree will
have satisfied the General Education Foundation requirements at WVU.
